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The cornerstone of the Kern Community College District waitlist  roll is a C process, SWPWAIT.  This process moves  waitlisted students from waitlist status (WL) to registered status (RE) as seats become available.  SWPWAIT is run nightly for each term having active registration.  The roll process is supported an additional C processes (SWPPURW) plus baseline modifications to Faculty Web and Student Web.
Seats may become available in the following ways:
· Student drops 
· Instructor drops no shows using Faculty Web class list 
· Instructor adds additional seats to the section using Faculty Web wait list
· Department opens an equivalent section (with matching meeting dates, days, times, and schedule types)
The wait list  may be controlled in the following ways:
· SWPWAIT removes unqualified students
· Instructor drops no shows using Faculty Web wait list
· Instructor freezes wait list using Faculty Web wait list
· Process SWPPURW  purges  the wait list based on the section 10% date
The wait list  roll may be controlled in the following ways:
· Instructor can stop/starts roll using Faculty Web wait list
The wait list roll history may be monitored by:
· Students can view their wait list position using  Student Web add/drop classes or detail schedule
· Instructor can view  the wait list roll log using Faculty Web wait list roster

· A&R can view  the wait list roll log of a selected student using form SWIWLLG.

SWPWAIT. – Wait list roll
SWPWAIT is run by term and campus.  It processes all waitlist registration transactions in order by registration status date.

.  
The first step is to determine if the student is eligible to be moved to registered status.  Conditions checked are deceased, holds, registration status, enrollment status, prerequisites, repeats, time conflicts, units exceeded and duplicates.  If the student is not eligible, he will be dropped from the wait list and notified by email.

The next step is to determine if open seats are available.  If open seats, extra seats or seats in an alternate section are available, the eligible student will be moved from wait list status to registered status.  An email notification will be sent to the student. 

Refer to the flowchart for a more details of the process.
NOTE 1:  SFRTMST must be run to update student time status.
NOTE 2.  SWPWAIT will record all actions in a wait list log.  
NOTE 3:  For Banner 6x, SFRFASC must be run to assess fees; SFRFASM for Banner 5.x.  
SWPPURW  -  Wait list purge
SWPPURW is run by term and campus. Its purpose is to purge the waitlist by deleting  all waitlist entries after the section 10% date.   This eliminates the problem of students being assessed fees when they drop the section themselves.  The purge is posted to the wait list log.
SWIWLLG – Wait list log inquiry
SWIWLLG displays wait list log by student id.
